A school kit may provide the only supplies for children returning to school
after the disruption of war. School Kits help parents continue their children’s
education, even while living in a refugee camp, for example. A school kit
may also be used in adult literacy classes.

The following items are needed for each school kit:

1 Notebooks of wide or college-ruled paper approx.

8” x 107%” totaling 150-200 sheets (if using 70 sheet
Notebooks, please include three); NO LOOSE-LEAF
PAPER

One blunt scissors

One 30 centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centimeters
on one side and inches on the other
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1 One pencil sharpener

1 Six new, unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers,
secured with a rubber band

1 One eraser approximately 272" long

1 12 sheets of construction paper in assorted colors

1 One box of 24 crayons

1 One sturdy cloth bag approximately 12” x 14“ with

cloth handles (Bags will be provided for you.)

Watch for “Back to School Sales” starting in July. This may be a good time
to buy in bulk. Pre-sewn bags are available to receive your complete
School Kits.

Bars of Soap

People who must flee their homes quickly often do not have time to pack
essential items. Health Kits can help refugees maintain personal
hygiene while living in exile. Items may also contribute to a new start for
those who can return home.

The following items are needed for each Health Kit:

T One hand towel, dark color recommended

1 One washcloth, dark color recommended

1 One bath-size bar (4-5 0z.) of soap any brand,

in its original wrapping

One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging
One metal nail file or nail clippers with file
attached, remove packaging (do not substitute
cardboard emery boards for the file.)

One sturdy comb

Six Band-Aids (or similar brand), preferably 2" to
%", secured together with a rubber band.
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Please DO NOT include toothpaste for the health kits. Toothpaste
will be added at the LWR warehouse prior to shipping.

There is a great need for health kits with all the natural disasters that
have occurred in the last year. These ordinary items become
extraordinary when they are assembled into LWR Health Kits and
shared as gifts of love and comfort. Prayerfully consider buying
multiple items for several kits.
